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PROLOGUE 
At the end of our winter workshop, I was informed that, at the time of seeing, listening to and recording the participants’ research results, photographs and interview materials, an exhibition about drawings and some quotes from John Berger
(1926-2017)’s own books was being held at a small gallery in Seoul. The exhibition titled "John Berger's Sketchbook" was presented at On Ground Gallery for a month from March 9th to April 7th, 2017. I thought I would like to see his last work, "Confabulations" (2016) and this exhibition which was set up to commemorate him in a small gallery in Seoul. Actually it looks like that there is no correlation between listening to their interview voices and going to the gallery on the surface. 

However I got to know. I have learned that the voices of all the participants from the three countries I had met were similar to that of John Berger as an aspect of attitude to life. So, at that time I wanted to record and share these interviews with them and his sentences side by side. At first, that is why the subtitle of prologue is “How to Resist a State of Forgetfulness”, which is his last essay’s title and what we realized after we finished the workshop. 

And so what is being publicly said and the way it is being said promotes a kind of civic and historic amnesia. Experience is being wiped out. The horizons of past and future are being blurred. We are being conditioned to live an endless and uncertain present, reduced to being citizens in a state of forgetfulness. 
Meanwhile, around us, the planet is overheating. The wealth of the planet is being concentrated in fewer and fewer hands; the majority are underfed, junk-fed or starving. More and more millions of people are being forced to emigrate with the slimmest hopes of survival. Working conditions are becoming more and more inhuman. 
Those who are ready to protest against, and resist, what is happening today are legion, but the political means for doing so are for the moment unclear or absent. They need time to develop. So we have to wait. But how to wait in such circumstances? How to wait in this state of forgetfulness?

The aim of the workshop was to explore and document the elements and patterns of a city, Busan in order to resist a state of forgetfulness in response to rapid urbanization and economic development in our Asian cities for building sustainable urban and architectural environment of cities ultimately.
outline of Interview
This 2017 Winter Workshop Busan, held in Pusan ​​National University from February 1 to 28, 2017, was the first official student exchange program of SUAE Asia programs among three countries. The participants from three countries had an opportunity to interact with the foreign students and professors aside from presenting and sharing research results. 
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However, in terms of the emergency system, the current measures are only limited to emergency prevention and control in disasters, and there is still a lack of adequate preparation for risk warning, allocation of regional emergency resources, and people's livelihood issues after isolation, among which the most prominent shortcoming is still the medical level. The concentration of high-level medical resources in urban areas has limited the local treatment capacity of many developed towns to the pre-inspection of fever outpatient clinics, or even to the level of general township health centers, which increases the transport cost and diffusion risk in the treatment work.
